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Course Introduction
The project enables students to pursue independent research on a selected topic under the guidance of an advisor. It gives students who evidence initiative, originality, intellectual maturity and a desire to commit themselves to genuine scholarship an opportunity to write a graduate dissertation. Through this writing exercise, students are expected to synthesize knowledge they have learned in their undergraduate study and that acquired in this Programme in an interdisciplinary approach.

Teaching Approach

Supervision and Assessment

A Dissertation Advisory Committee that consists of two members will be set up for each project. The members are:

· the advisor who supervises and grades the required work,

· the second reader who reads and grades the required work, and

The range of grades of the Honours Project is “A” to “C”. The passing grade is a minimum of “C” from both markers, i.e., the advisor and second reader. The final grade is the average of the grades from the markers. 

Each project will be marked by the project advisor and the second reader, then the Thesis Advisory Committee will approve the grades. In case of disapproval, the M.A.programme Directorb will re-mark the project and a final decision will be made among the three parties concerned.

Academic Honesty
