Course Aims

Through critical reading of a selection of modern Asian fiction, this course explores modern Asian society, culture, and history as reflected in literary texts.  This course will examine how fiction works as a genre for writers to address social, cultural and political concerns including tradition and modernity, colonialism and postcolonialism, diaspora, globalization, race, class, gender and sexuality. Basic critical theories will also be introduced to enrich students’ understanding of key issues.
